Excellent behaviour, trying really hard to
do your best, a great example to the rest of the class, taking great pride in your
work and being really polite and positive!

Ask your teacher for a special privilege!

Now that you are in class you should be ‘ready for learning’! You are sat
properly, listening carefully, following instructions correctly, you have the right
equipment, you are respecting others in class, your work is of a good standard
and is neat!

You will learn! You will feel great, your teacher will be happy and it will be great day!

Be careful! If you are not doing what is written above then you are not ready
for learning and that’s not good for you or the class.
What can you do to get to green?

Your teacher will help you understand why you are at this level and also let you know
how to get back to green!

You are still not ready even though you have been warned! You need to think
carefully about your behaviour.

You will write down in the reflection book what you did, the reasons why you did it
and how you can stop it happening again. Your teacher will let Counselor and the
yearleader know about what happened. They might want to meet you.
